Hermit Crabs.  Hermit crabs are small animals without bones.  They are invertebrates.  Their legs are jointed. Adult hermit crabs can be small but some can be as big as a tennis ball.  They live in the ocean or on the beach.  Hermit crabs eat leaves and seaweed.  They walk sideways. They have four antennae.  These help them feel and smell things. Other animals go after their antennae.  Some hermit crabs can be mean.  When they get too big for a shell they move into another animal’s shell.
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
